Plans for Years 12 and 13 Curriculum

Y213 French Revolution and the Rule of Napoleon ‘

Exam Board: OCR
Students will study this course for the entirety of Year 12 and the unit will consist of 4 Key Topics:

1) The causes of the French Revolution from 1774 and the events of 1789.
2) The Revolution from October 1789 to the Directory 1795

3) Napoleon Bonaparte to 1807

4) The decline and fall of Napoleon 1807

Students will sit their exam at the end of Year 13. The exam is 1 hour and will contain 2 questions- 1 short essay which is worth 10 marks and 1 traditional essay which is
worth 20 marks.

Exam Board: OCR
Students will study this course for the entirety of Year 12 and the unit will consist of 2 topics:

1) Churchill 1930-51

- Churchill’s’ view of events 1929-1940

- Churchill as a wartime Prime Minister

- Churchill and international diplomacy 1939-1951
2) Britain- 1951-97

-Conservative dominions 1951-1979

- Labour and conservative government’s 1964-1979

-Thatcher and the end of consensus 1979-1997

- Britain’s position in the world 1951-1997

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Y319 Civil Rights in the USA 1865-1992

Exam Board: OCR
Students will have 7 lessons per fortnight and will study 4 main key topics:
1) African Americans
2) Trade Unions
3) Native Americans

4) Women

Students will sit a 2.5 hour exam at the end of Year 13 which will consist of 1 interpretation question worth 30 marks and 2 thematic questions worth 25 marks each. 80
marks in total.

Y100 Coursework

Exam Board: OCR

Students will be required to submit a 3000-4000 piece of coursework worth 40 marks. 20% of the A level. Students will have 1 lesson per fortnight in a computer room to
work on their coursework with teacher guidance and supervision but it is imperative that students work on this independently outside of the lesson time.
Students will be given a choice of essay question from a list.
